PLEASE READ CAREFULLY



When you apply for your Marine Engineer Class 3 examination permit you must include with the documentation Page 9 of Part 1 of this manual, with all the assignments mentioned on this page completed and signed off.

It is not expected that you will complete the whole record in the six months (minimum) sea service required for MEC3; in fact, you may not be in a position to complete some of the assignments at all during your seagoing career, as you might never be on a ship with suitable machinery or equipment.  You should, however, get particular competencies signed off, as the opportunity arises.

Similarly, I recommend most strongly that as you join different ships you complete the particulars sheets for each, and sketch out piping diagrams etc to keep a complete record of your career – this is why master copies of these pages have been included at the end of Part 1, for photocopying.  You will find doing this will be immensely useful as you go for higher certificates, and move to senior positions.

Finally, I would appreciate any feedback as to the usefulness of this manual and suggestions for changes or additions to keep it up-to-date.
